Title of Abstract
· Should be descriptive and include the type project—eg, a cross-sectional survey, a randomized    

              controlled trial, quality improvement project
· Abstracts must be typed single spaced in font size of 12 not to exceed 350 words
Names and affiliations of authors

· Your abstract should include author(s) names 
· Provide full names, titles and name of organization for all authors
· Provide email address for the primary contact with your abstract submission
Background

· Learning objectives and outcomes should be clearly articulated and relevant to the conference theme
· Why the study / work/ project was undertaken
· State specific aim/s or hypothesis, objectives, if appropriate
Research Projects 

· Methods

· Study design

· What was the study design—e.g. randomized controlled, If appropriate
· Participants, how were they recruited? 

· Findings

· Describe outcomes, data, and interventions if appropriate. 
· Outline limitations and strengths of the study
· Implications for clinical or educational practices, and recommendations for the future or further research or education
